EXTINCTION TRADE QUESTIONS

1. Special Powers: You have the ability to grant one endangered animal a special power. Which animal would you choose to grant a special power to? What would the power be and how would the animal use it to survive?

2. Problem Solving: Hunters are killing elephants and rhinos, selling their parts illegally, and using the money to fund militant operations like the genocide in Darfur. How would you solve this problem if you were the leader of the United Nations?

3. Alternative Views: Villagers are trying to raise chickens so they can have fresh eggs and food available for their families. Tigers keep killing the chickens yet it is illegal for villagers to kill the tiger to save their chickens. Should these people be granted special license to kill tigers? If they are allowed to kill tigers, can they sell the hide for profit? What problems could arise from this?

4. What If: You have found a beautiful ivory carving on eBay and want to bid on it. The seller promises the ivory was obtained legally. Do you place a bid? Why?
5. Next: All the elephants in Africa are killed. The only remaining elephants are in zoos. How could you reestablish the elephant population in Africa when hunters will continue to kill any elephants they find?
