   What does it look like? Size?   What special features/physical characteristics does it have? 
   How does it reproduce?
         If it’s an animal 
         How does it defend itself?  Does it live in a group? Take care of its young?  
         Have one lifetime mate? Warm or cold blooded? Does it migrate? Hibernate?
        
HABITAT:

    In what kind of habitat does it live? (ocean, forest, jungle, desert, etc)?

    Where in the world would you find it? (North America, South Dakota, Asia, etc)?

FOOD CHAIN INTERACTIONS- How does it get its energy?

   If it’s an animal
        Who are it’s predators? What does it eat? Carnivore, herbivore, omnivore, detritivore?
   If it’s a plant 
         Who eats it?
ENDANGERED STATISTICS
    Why is it endangered? What impact have humans had on this species?
    Do humans use something from the organism? (fur, tusks, oil, meat, medicine)
    How many are there in the wild? What are best estimates about how soon it may disappear? 
    Are any efforts being made to ensure its survival?
