Title:  Leaf Imprints
Grade Level(s): Kindergarten, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 

Objectives: 

Art Project:  Students will be able to create an imprinted cloth with colored outlines of leaves.
Materials: 

· Pieces of 1’X1’ white cloth
· Hammers/mallets

· Slabs of wood at least 6”X6”  (two pieces of each hammer)

Instructions: 

1. Each student will be gather about 4-7 leaves of their choice.  
2. They will take cloth and spread it out flat and put 1 leaf on the cloth.  
3. Take 1 of the flat wooden slabs and place it underneath the cloth in the spot where the leaf is located.  
4. Place the other slab of wood on top of the cloth and leaf (should be like a sandwich with wood, cloth, leaf, wood).  

5. With the mallet, pound on the wood on all the spots.  This will leach out the dyes within the leaves onto the cloth in the outline of a leaf shape.  
6. Repeat the process of pounding out the leaf imprints of the remaining leaves onto various locations of the cloth.

Upon completion, students can use the cloth as a handkerchief, bandana, decoration, etc.
