1.  The _P_ __ __ __ __ __ __ __ __   _C_ __ __ __ __ __ __ __ __ __ __  carries low oxygen blood to the lungs and brings high oxygen blood back to the heart.


2. The __ __ __ __ __ __ __ is the membrane that surrounds all the other 
       membranes in an amniotic egg.

3.  The _A_ __ __ __ __ __ __ are small air sacs inside the lungs of reptiles which increase surface 
      area for greater gas exchange.

4.  The _S_ __ __ __ __ __ makes, stores, and recycles red blood cells.
5. Animals with  _O_ __ __ __ __ __ __ __ __ lay eggs with a shell in a nest. Nourishment for the 
    developing embryo comes from the egg. 

6.  The _A_ __ __ __ __ __ __ is the protein and water stored in an amniotic egg.
